he most important reason of  this

change in exports is that Turkey has

achieved a growth rate of around 25
per cent for the last three years, particu-
larly in the private sector, following the
biggest recession and crisis in the history
of the country.

When we look with a 20-year perspective,
Turkey would realize 3 billion dollars in
exports with 1,000 exporters and total of |
25,000 companies. Agricultural products
and mining accounted for 90 per cent of
exports. Tourism revenues were around
120-125 million dollars. Within that
process, exports increased from mere 3
billion dollars to the level of 65-70 billion
dollars, 80 per cent of which is accounted
for by industrial products and 15 per cent
by high-tech products. The biggest share in
this change belongs to the Anatolian
entrepreneurs. Experts estimate that
exports would reach the level of 150-200
billion dollars by 2010.

One of the most important investments
for our economy, which aims growing
and is in the process of harmonization
with the EU norms while struggling with
the inflation problem, is exportation, and
increase in the number of exporters.

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However, the country has not achieved a steady progress
adequately in that regard. Particularly the progress expected
after the first half of 2005 was not achieved. The reason is the
fact that Turkey has not solved the structural problems yet. Even
though we have one of the world’s biggest and dynamic
populations, unfortunately we rank at the top of the countries,
whose social security systems have failed/non-operational and
which have failed to broaden the basis of the educational system.
¢ primary
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Turkey is a marine country and has unbelievable great advantages
in terms of its geopolitical position. One of the most important
factors that prevent us from increasing our export and tourism
revenues is the inadequacy of infrastructure investments that
would provide a complete and definite solution for our
transportation system. Sea transport ranks first with 49.5 per cent
in exports. However, this rate could be rapidly increased through
commencement of the activities required for decreasing costs,
eliminating bureaucracy, and increasing the transportation speed.

We can eliminate the likelihood that we would be exposed to
competition by many countries due to the EU only through rapid
implementation of the structural reforms, restructuring and
modernization of the transportation system, and making best use
of the information and technology.

There are four clear rules to succeed in economy and to attain

the targeted rates:

* Eliminating the imbalance in exchange rates, which is to the
disadvantage of exports and advantage of imports, achieving
exchange rate adjustment,

» Adoption of methods encouraging exportation,

» Increasing the demand for Turkish goods,

e Carrying out activities conforming to the rules of the global
economy.

Obviously the foreign capital would also make a contribution in
that regard, but we should provide more chance to our own
entrepreneurs to be able to bring the entrepreneurial spirit of
Anatolia to light.

It is seen that, according to the data covering the last five years,
Turkey’s exports topped 62.8 billion dollars in 2004, and that it
would force the 70 billion dollar level in 2005. But, it should be
taken into consideration that the growth rate of exports
decreased, but that it is a temporary situation and that it is
expected that the rate would increase. The reason of the decline
is that the exchange rates.decreased Wh/ch /s to the
disadvantage of exports &1 ge

Exchange rate imbalance causes the foréigh trade to show
deficit. The negative effect may be eliminated only through
finding solutions necessary for increasing exports.

The increasing trend seen in exports for the last four years was
replaced by a significant stagnation in July, and for the first time
in Turkey, 10 sectors have suffered export losses. The fact that
the exchange rate policy is a very serious factor should be borne
